Renfrew Baths A.S.C. Rules and Constitution
1. The club will be known and registered with the SASA as Renfrew Baths A.S.C

2. The object of the club will be to foster all branches of aquatic sport and encourage social interaction out with aquatic sport.

3. The committee will consist of Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer and agreed number of Committee members which will be decided at the AGM/EGM. There will also be non voting position of Honorary President.

4. Five committee members or more will form a quorum at all committee meetings.

5. The club joining fee and subscription charges will be decided at the AGM/EGM.

6. Any club member four weeks in arrears of fees could be liable to forfeit membership.

7. The AGM will be held annually at the agreement of the committee.

8. All competing members of the club must be amateurs as defined in the SASA handbook.

9. Any members acting in a manner contrary to the good name and discipline of the club shall be liable to suspension or termination of membership. Action taken to be confirmed by West District of the SASA.

10. The committee reserves the right to refuse membership to any applicant following a meeting at which the applicant’s case has been considered.

11. Any member has the right has the right to call a special meeting , provided they have support of 20 members and notifies the secretary at least 10 days prior to the proposed date.

12. Delegate to the SASA and West District will decide at the club AGM.

13. Attendance at the AGM/EGM is available to all members and swimmers. (Members being all swimmers. technical officials, coaches, committee members). Voting at the club AGM/EGM is available to all members, 14 years and over. Swimmers under the age of 14 may vote at the AGM/EGM or pass their vote to their parent/guardian.

14. Life membership may be awarded to any member or benefactor at the discretion of the club committee and those aged 21 and 10 years in the club will be given life membership.

15. Club colours are Navy, White and Green.

16. The SASA handbook will be consulted regarding procedure or ruling by the chairman at the committee meeting or at the AGM.

17. Any alterations, amendments or additions to the constitution must be submitted in writing to the club Secretary not less than 14 days before the date of the AGM at which the proposal will be discussed.

18. Swimmers competing in the club gala must be full members for three calendar months prior to the club gala, be in regular attendance for training and been available for club competitions thought out  the year (Regular sessions being 2 for beginners / improvers, 3 sessions for the remainder of the club). Competitions refer to league fixtures and others that the club participates in as a whole.

19. Any swimmer leaving the club must return all club properties immediately.

20. In the event of dissolution of the club, the club Trophy’s will be in the first instance offered to the SASA West District for disposal as they see fit. The club funds after All outstanding debts are cleared will be given to the SASA West District to be distributed by them.

21. The committee shall appoint a child protection officer CPO who has had attended a SASA approved training course.
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
